The
program sponsors several types of scholarships for
undergraduate and graduate students as well as for
qualified professionals pursuing vocational studies.

Clean Water InitiativeThis program is to provide
clean, safe drinking water to people in developing
nations. With almost a billion people on
the planet not having access to clean
drinking water, we are trying to do our part
by building water wells in these areas.
Currently we are targeting our efforts and
resources in Ghana, Africa. We have
already provided two wells affecting a
community of more than 10,000.
